3) Clean the area with an alcohol
wipe and let it dry

4) Apply the decal to the smooth
clean surface

SPRING EQUIPMENT
MAINTENANCE

Now that winter is over the
club officers are preparing for
our spring and summer trail
maintenance.

A key component of that work
is to give our trail equipment a
thorough maintenance check.

We have three main machines
that are used for trail work, a
Tool Cal, a Kubota tractor, and
a Yamaha Viking. We also have
a John Deere for mowing.

Each spring we do a thorough
check of each machine, which
includes changing all fluids,
spark plugs, filters and any
other items recommended

as part of the manufacturers
manual.

We also sharpen all mower blades
chainsaw blades and weed eater
blades.

The machines also get a nose

to tail inspection to look for any
problems not part of the regular
maintenance plan. All the work

on the machines is done by club
officers and other volunteers.

As a side note, this is also a good
time for all riders to do spring
maintenance on their personal
machines.

Once the rain slows down we will
be out on the trails performing
whatever maintenance is needed.

We will also be contracting
some excavator work from a
local contractor to help smooth
out winter ruts and correct some
erosion problems.

All of this work will be done with
the help of a $10,000 Yamaha
Outdoor Access Initiative grant.

Yamaha has been a tremendous
supporter of clubs like ours and
allow us to be one of the best
maintained club trail systems
around.
